HEALTH SYSTEMS STRENGTHENING

HEALTH WORKERS DEVELOPMENT

Round 7 of the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tu-
berculosis and Malaria, which launched March 
1, 2007, offers an important opportunity to fund 
health system strengthening, including the health 
workforce.  In the past, the Global Fund has per-
mitted applicants to seek support for health sys-
tem strengthening actions that are necessary to 
reduce the impact and spread of any or all of the 
three diseases: AIDS, tuberculosis, and malaria.  
Similar criteria are expected this year, and appli-
cants should review them in the Global Fund’s 
Round 7 guidelines, which should now be avail-
able on the Global Fund’s website 
(http://www.theglobalfund.org).

The Global Fund therefore can be used to support 
critical health workforce investments that are 
needed to advance efforts to combat these dis-
eases, including by funding a portion of a national 
health workforce strategy.  For example, in 2005, 
Malawi used the Fund to support part of its Emer-
gency Human Resource Programme, including 
expanding health professional pre-service training 
capacity and recruiting, training, and paying the 
salaries (at the Emergency Programme’s en-
hanced compensation levels) of hundreds of 
nurses, doctors, clinical officers, and counselors, 
and even more community-based health workers.  
Other innovative uses of the Fund for health sys-
tem strengthening have included support for a 
community-based health insurance scheme and 
electrifying and rehabilitating health facilities.  

Where the requisite link can be made to the fight 
against the Fund’s target diseases, the Fund can 
also assist countries in their overall health work-
force and health sector planning processes.  This 
Round presents an important opportunity for coun-
tries to seek financial support to develop compre-
hensive, costed health sector plans, including hu-
man resources for health development strategies.

To prepare for Round 7, health workers, ministry 
of health officials, people with HIV/AIDS and other 
health care users, and other individuals and insti-
tutions that have an interest in their countries’ 
health systems are strongly encouraged to con-
sider utilizing this opportunity for strengthening 
health systems.  If interested, you should immedi-
ately contact members of your country’s Country 
Coordinating Mechanism to discuss this potential, 
as well as the national process and timeline for 
developing these proposals.  The proposals are 
expected to be due to the Global Fund in early 
July 2007.  Information on members of Country 
Coordinating Mechanisms is available through 
country pages on the Global Fund’s website, 
http://www.theglobalfund.org.
